What should I do if IRCC
refuses my study permit

application?

Submit a copy of IRCC's refusal letter no later than the Visa
Approval/Denial Deadline (Previously known as 'Study Permit Deadline’),
November 26, 2024 to qualify for a refund of the confirmation deposit
and any additional tuition fees paid. Deferring your program start date
is not an option if your study permit application is refused.

This includes
students of ELL, Health Care Aide, and all Centre for
Entertainment Arts programs; although course registration is
automatic, students in these programs are personally
responsible for emailing registrar@bowvalleycollege.ca to

request their courses be dropped to qualify for a refund.

(approval not guaranteed; and previously deferred

—> Upload a copy of the study permit application
submission confirmation letter from IRCC

to IRCC) by November 26,2024. Deferral requests
received after the deadline will be denied.
